Copyright covers literary works (such as novels, poems and plays), films,
music, artistic works (e.g., drawings, paintings, photographs and sculptures) and architectural design. Rights related to
copyright include those of performing artists in their performances, producers of phonograms in their recordings, and
broadcasters in their radio and television programs. Intellectual property rights are like any other property right. They allow
creators, or owners, of patents, trademarks or copyrighted works to benefit from their own work or investment in a creation.
These rights are outlined in Article 27 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which provides for the right to benefit
from the protection of moral and material interests resulting from authorship of scientific, literary or artistic productions.

Indira Gandhi ( 19 November 1917 — 31 October 1984) was an Indian stateswoman
and central figure of the Indian National Congress. She was the first and, to date, the
only female Prime Minister of India. She is the daughter of Jawaharlal Nehru, the first
